What is ILRC Youth Services? 

ILRC's youth services provide youth with disabilities, services and 

supports to gain or maintain independence in their communities.  It 

does not necessarily mean they have to live on their own.  The 

services and supports are to help empower them to be more 

independent no matter where they are living.  One of the many 

services that we provide are independent living skills.  These skills 

are offered one-on-one and in a group setting to help improve 

needed skills to be independent.  Examples of these skills are basic 

cooking skills, setting up and maintaining a budget, making/counting 

change, and getting their driver's permit.  The youth specialist will 

meet with the youth, their parents or support person(s) to set goals 

and strategies to reach those goals.  The goals and plans to meet 

these goals, are decided by the youth.  This is an important step to 

help empower youth to advocate for their needs.

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Who is the service provided to? 

The consumers that we consider youth are ages 12-22, but we provide services to persons 

with disabilities of all ages. 

 

Why is it important to have this type of service? 

A goal of the Independent Living Resource Center is to empower persons with disabilities to 

realize they have a voice and that they are an important part of their communities.  Working 

with youth is important so that they can be empowered early on to advocate for their needs 

and to use their voice.  They gain a sense of accomplishment when they have a hand in set-

ting their own goals and then reaching those goals.

Homemaker Health is a Non for profit 

temporary loan medical equip program for 

disabled, elderly, low income, providing 

services for all age groups. 

What services do they provide?  

Homemaker Health loans out medical 

equipment, at no charge, such as walkers, 

wheel chairs, crutches, canes and many other 

items. If its in the medical field, 90 percent of 

the time they have it. Before loaning out the 

equipment they make sure it is cleaned and in 

working condition for those in need. What is the process? 

Anyone can call Home maker health 

Monday through Friday from 8 am to 5pm 

at 573-635-6603 or come to their office 

located at 1755 WoodClift Dr, Jefferson 

City MO 65109 and complete a loan 

agreement for the item(s) needed.

ILRCôs Care Closet provides necessary 

household items and personal care items for 

individuals with disabilities who meet income 

guidelines in ILRCôs service area. The Care 

Closet was started to assist individuals who 

were making the difficult decision between 

buying needed medications, food or cleaning 

supplies and personal care items.  ILRC now 

provides items such as laundry detergent, pa-

per towels, deodorant, shampoo and many 

others to those that qualify.  The Care Closet 

is designed to be a hand up, not a hand out.  

Individuals accessing Care Closet will work 

with a Specialist on budgeting goals in order 

to increase their financial independence and 

work towards no longer needing the Care 

Closet. 

The Care Closet is in need!  This program 

is supported by generous donations from our 

community.  We have received support over 

the years from Unilever, Cole County Special 

Services, Vocational Rehabilitation, Depart-

ment of Corrections, Central Bank and many 

more.

ILRC often gets asked, ñHow 

are you funded?ò   

We are a not for profit whose programs are 

funded by multiple funding streams.  The 

core Independent Living Programs of 

Advocacy, Independent Living Skills 

Training, Peer Support, Information and 

Referral and Transition are partially funded 

by a grant from Vocational Rehabilitation 

through the State of Missouri.  This grant is 

general revenue funds approved annually 

by our state legislature. 

In addition, the Consumer Directed Services 

program is funded by a contract with the 

State of Missouri.  Individuals who utilize 

this program must have MO HealthNet (or 

Missouri Medicaid) to qualify. 

Finally, programs such as ILRCôs Care 

Closet, social and recreation activities, 

youth programs and additional funding for 

the Independent Living programs are funded 

through donations, fundraising activities and 

additional grants ILRC applies for.
